I am happy to present you with this year’s Parish Annual Report titled thanksGIVING for Our Blessings. On August 
31, 2024, I observed one year as your pastor at Saint Rose Parish, and I am thankful for the blessings that the Lord 
has bestowed upon our faith community.

Among our many blessings is the replacing of our concrete sidewalks that was completed in June. This project 
was accomplished because of your generosity. It cost $55,000. But to make it easier for us, both parish councils 
recommended to spread the cost over a three-year plan as part of our Diocesan Lenten Appeal project. This past 
DLA we raised $15,000; we  used it as our initial fund and borrowed the rest from our savings in the Catholic 
Institute managed by the Diocese in order to  pay the contractor in full.

We are also blessed to have volunteer catechists and aides for our faith formation of our children. We are currently 
working with the Office of Faith, Family and Discipleship of the Diocese to come up with a new and innovative 
curriculum that will help our children in transmitting the faith through unforgettable experiences that will move 
them toward the Holy Spirit and active practice of the faith. 

The different ministries in our parish, which we continue to promote, provide numerous impacts in our 
community and engage many volunteers to reach out especially to the sick, the homebound, the poor and the 
elderly. Please read through our ministry listing and consider becoming part of this transformative work. We can 
always use more help!

Let me also mention our adult Bible studies, parish picnic and the various fundraising activities, 
which serve to support the parish and to foster a sense of fellowship and joyous community 
spirit, while always supporting our mission to grow in faith and service. 

Thank you for attending Mass, praying with us 
and supporting the parish through your generous donations. I hope that in the near future 
you will see work underway to improve our church lighting. New lighting will make our 
parish an even more welcoming and better place for worship and prayer.
