I am happy to present you with this year’s Parish Annual Report titled thanksGIVING for Our Blessings. I am so grateful to be 
your pastor and thankful for the blessings that the Lord has bestowed upon our faith community.

Among our many blessings, let me begin with the youth of our parish, the next generation of Christ’s disciples, the future 
of our Church. At Saint Agnes, they are multiplying! In the past fiscal year (July-June), we registered 61 new families at 
Saint Agnes, and Mass attendance is up! I am happy to report that we have doubled and are within reach of tripling our 
baptisms this calendar year compared to last! The number of children enrolled in faith formation, First Communions and 
Confirmations has also increased, as have our parish ministries! We’ve been making adjustments also to our programs to 
better serve our families. In addition to new parishioner welcome brunches  hosted by the Pastoral Council and the summer’s 
Life in the Spirit Seminar, this fall we are growing our team for the OCIA (the process through which an adult becomes 
Catholic). Greeters, a new women’s faith study group and ministries to serve families at the time of a funeral are forming, and 
and a daytime grief support group begins this month.

Our blessings include numerous impactful ministries in our parish that engage many volunteers who reach out to the sick, 
the poor and the elderly. Please read through our ministry listing and consider becoming part of this transformative work. We 
can always use more help, and everyone is encouraged to do something! This year we are especially in need of mentors for 
our youth in Confirmation. Think of how someone mentored you at some point in your life and consider the impact you could 
have! We also need additional cantors and choir members – remember the words of Saint Augustine that “when you sing, you 
pray twice!”

Let me also mention our great parish volunteers! At the fish fry we were well staffed with many volunteers and at our bazaar 
there were nearly 180 cleared volunteers helping to host a successful event and welcoming our community to our campus. 
Those fundraisers also help to build community, a strong community of faith and service.

Last spring, I was moved by our Lenten Series “Return,” focused on bringing parishioners together to pray for loved ones and 
learning ways to draw them back to Mass. If you’ve been away from Sunday Mass, I want to invite you home – and to bring a 
friend! There are so many wonderful things going on at Saint Agnes – and we don’t want YOU to miss out!

You, yourself, are a blessing to our parish. Thank you for attending Mass, praying with us and supporting 
the parish through your generous donations. This year we’ve carefully watched our expenses and together 
with investment income, for the first time in years did not have to make a withdrawal from parish reserves! 
Your generosity helps to sustain our ministries and parish campus. Speaking of, we can’t wait for the 
Resurrection Hall project to get underway! 

Now I am asking you, with prayerful consideration to your current financial situation, to make a year-end 
gift to our parish to show your gratitude to God for the good work being done here and invest in our future. 
As you can see, only half of our registered households made a gift to our parish last year. Imagine how 
much more we could do with everyone’s support. Or, if you are able, perhaps you will increase your  
weekly or monthly offertory as a show of thanks for the blessings God has bestowed upon you.
